Aircraft and static displays
will be located on Taxiways Bravo and Delta.
The career fair and tradeshow will be held in
two airside hangars. Food trucks will be
located adjacent to the static display.
Exhibitors and participants will park in the
designated parking area groundside and will
access the grounds through gate 6.
